1 hand towel (15‖ x 25‖ up to 17‖ x 27‖, no kitchen towels),  1 washcloth,  1 comb (large and sturdy, not 

pocket-sized),  1 nail file or fingernail clippers (no emery boards or toenail clippers),  1 bath-size bar of soap (3 

oz. and up),  1 toothbrush (single brushes only in original wrapper, no child-size brushes),  6 adhesive plastic 

strip sterile bandages, (NOTE: UMCOR Sager Brown is now purchasing toothpaste in bulk to be added to 

health kits before shipping to ensure that the product does not expire before it is sent. Please include $1 for each 

kit you send toward the purchase of toothpaste.)

All items included in kits must be NEW items. 

All emergency kits are carefully planned to make them usable in the greatest number of situations. Since strict

Train the Trainer 

The morning session will be facilitated by Mr. Joseph Robinson, Jr. of Harrisburg, PA.  This session is helpful 

in establishing a mechanism to work toward effective church leadership.  You will learn Seven Leadership 

Imperatives to aid in that process. While they may appear to be common sense ideas, most of us have never 

seen them put together this way.

While in the classroom participants will practice sharing their story with others so when they 

complete the course they are ready to tell their story to the world.  

Fresh Leadership for the Local Church  —John Rudisill  

How do I find new leaders for my congregation?  This includes helping persons to identify their passion in 

ministry, developing clear ministry descriptions specific to your congregation, and matching up persons to 

ministries.  We will discuss how to develop relationships of communication and accountability within the 

organizational structure.  Find out how to turn the nominations process upside down, and how to help others to 

understand when it is time for them to try something new.
